Sweep 6 = Date on which child turns 70.5 months old

Aim, as far as possible, to conduct on target
interview date or at least within 14 days
either side of it.
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Next steps: the new birth cohort

First wave of data collection in 2011

To be slightly larger than existing birth
cohort — nearer 6000 than 5000

Currently, sample design and fieldwork - c
approach to match that of existing
cohorts

Consideration to be given to:

Collecting comparable data to original
cohorts vs. collecting ‘new’ data of
more recent interest

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GUS datasets content

« Household information (age, gender, relationships,...)

* Main respondent interview — topics include food and nutrition;
parenting; childcare; respondent and partner's employment, income
and education; etc..

At Sweep 2 there was also a Partner questionnaire in addition to the
proxy-partner questions

e Socio-economic classification (NS-SEC)
« Measurements if applicable
 Areavariables (SIMD quintile, Urban/rural 6 fold-classification)

« Sample Weights
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Derived variables syntax

e To summarise or combine other variables

* To replace questionnaire variables where risk to confidentiality
(e.g. religion, ethnicity)
